I. Update on Board/Member Activities

a. SSWI Board has had 5 meetings and various committee meetings.
b. Most of the Board’s time has been spent making the transition to a network with NASW Idaho Chapter.
c. An updated copy of the By Laws will be distributed to members and posted on our webpage.
d. Workshop Committee has been focused on Spring Workshop and General Meeting, but will begin planning October Conference.

f. Chair reminded members that SSWI was at risk of dissolving in October and without participation from our members we may be at risk of that again.
II. Membership Recruitment

d. Board is asking for volunteers to help on two committees:

ii. Performance Evaluation

1. SSWI would like to be proactive and draft a school social worker performance evaluation to present to the State Board of Education that is endorsed by SSWI and NASW.

III. Treasury Update

a. When we joined NASW our account balance was $1250.00.  Before on-site registration fees from today, our account balance is approximately $2500.00.  Profit from workshop is approximately $1300.00.
b. Spring Workshop cost approximately $460.00.  
c. SSWI has the ability to submit a proposal and request funding from NASW Idaho to help with future conferences/workshops.
